Art History 270: South and Southeast Asian Visual Culture

Course Description

This course explores the development of visual cultures on the Indian subcontinent and in Southeast
Asia over the past four millennia. Within this vast expanse of visual representation, we will trace
transformations brought on by successive waves of cultural influx and examine how those influences
merged with pre-existing traditions within each culture. Weekly topics will focus on specific trends in
painting, architecture, sculpture, and other media, as they relate to their religious, social, and
cultural settings. As we progress through the term, we will visit and revisit certain thematic issues
such as representation of the divine, transformation of styles across cultures, and construction of
cultural identity through the arts.

Course Objectives

e Become familiar with Indian and Southeast Asian visual culture and the religious, social, and
cultural environments within which it was created

e Explore culture from an art historical perspective

e Exercise critical thinking skills, which will help further your understanding of the course
material as well as subject matter beyond the purview of this class

conscientiously preparing for exams. Studying images used in lecture is highly recommended as a
way to review material from lecture and discussion.
